Governor Base

To change Pull Through, turn the Tensioning Nut.
Tighten against spring to increase Pull Through,
loosen to decrease Pull Through.

When the Cable is gripped (Hammer Head down as
shown) the gap between Hammer Head and Grip
should be not less than 3/32" and no greater than
1/8". The corresponding gap between the Hammer
Pivot and the Hammer Shaft should equal this gap,
but may be greater by 1/32".
